List of Aqaba Port Services Charges for the year 2009

Article 1

1.

This list shall be called “List of Aqaba Port Services Charges
of 2009” issued pursuant to the decision of the Board of
Commissioners of Agaba Special Economic Zone Authority’s
No. 2008/5100f 18/11/2008.

This list and tables attached therewith (1, 2, 3, 4) shall become
effective as from the first day of the month of March 2009.

As of the first day of the month of January 2010, table No. (5)
shall become enforce in replacement of table No. (3) annexed
to this list. However table (1) and (2) annexed with this list
shall continue effective according to the provisions of this list.

This list shall apply on the port services provided at the port.

Any text in this list shall not affect any law or regulation
connected with the customs fees, any other fees or taxes
imposed or applied in Agaba Special Economic Zone or any
order or decision issued and addressed legally according to
the provisions of that law or regulation.

The provisions of this list shall become effective on all
agreements concluded between the Ports Corporation
(“Corporation”) and its customers with respect to the services
provided by the corporation unless as agreed otherwise in
writing between the parties of these agreements and with the
approval of Agaba Development Company.

The provisions of this list shall not apply on the services
provided by Agaba Containers Terminal Company and Agaba
Port Marine Services Company where such services are
subject to special charges issued by the Authority.

The tables annexed to this list shall be considered as an
integral part thereof and shall be read therewith as one unit.

All charges mentioned in the tables annexed herewith are in
Jordanian Dinar.

Article 2

The following words and phrases wherever mentioned in this list
shall have the meanings assigned thereto hereunder unless the
context indicates otherwise:

Kingdom : The Hashemite kingdom of Jordan.

Zone : Agaba Special Economic Zone in the Kingdom

Authority : Authority of the Zone.

Corporation : Ports Corporation.

Board of Directors : Board of Directors of the Corporation.
Directors General : Directors General of the Corporation.
Legislations: Laws, regulations, instructions and international
agreements applied in the Zone and/or in the Kingdom and any
amendments that arise thereon.

Port: Agaba Port which covers quays, storage facilities,
anchorages and territorial waters specified by the competent
authorities.

Anchorage: Ships anchoring areas within the limits of the
Jordanian territorial waters.

Ship : Any vessel or boat fit for navigation irrespective of the
type, name or tonnage including its parts and original and
movable parts as well as all the necessary parts for the
investment thereof.
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Gross Registered Tonnage (GRT) : Is the figure evidencing
the total volumetric capacity (GRT) of the ship which is
measured according to the approved basis in the certified
classification authority records. The evidencing figures to the
ships tonnage from the documents kept on it which pertain to
her specifications or from the records of the certified ships
classification authorities.

Gross Tonnage (GT) :Is the Gross registered tonnage of the
ship in addition to the necessary spaces thereto for the
purposes of calculating the port services rates, the (GT) means
the figure which determines the ship’s total volumetric capacity
as determined, in her official registration papers in her
possession.

Lighter: Covers any floating unit which towed by a boat or tug.
Equipment : Any tool, device, system or supplies utilized or to
be utilized for the purposes of providing port services.

Port Services : The services provided by the corporation in
the port and specified under article (4) of this regulation.

Port Services Rates: Any services rates wages, revenues,
expenses, dues, fines and compensations relating to the port
services. This covers any rentals collected by the institution
from customers and relating to the utilization of facility of the
port facilities or equipment as set out in this regulation and the
tables annexed therewith.

Goods: Every natural, animal, agricultural commodity or
industrial product whether it is solid liquid or gaseous exported
or imported from and to the port.

Hazardous Goods: The goods which are classified as
hazardous goods according to the international maritime code
for the hazardous goods.

Transit Goods : The imported goods by land or sea into the
port from a country outside the Kingdom and consigned by
land or sea to another country outside the Kingdom and
addressed to be transit goods in the customs declaration or in
the ship’s cargo manifest.

Transshipment of Goods: The goods which are not
mentioned in the ship’s manifest to be addressed to Agaba
Port which are re-exported on another ship by sea in the way it
was imported and shall be treated similar to the incoming
goods in so far as the storage, receiving and exporting. This is
carried out with the customs authority’s knowledge upon its
entry or taking it out subject to the advance Corporation's
approval of the ship agent in order to receive them in this
capacity.

Discharge: Unloading of goods from the ship to the port's
quays or lighters or from the ship to another ship by any mean.
Loading: Lift the goods from the ports quays or lighters or from
another ship to the ship by any mean.

Direct Delivery: Hand over of goods directly from the ship to
trucks or v.v.

Handling of Goods : Moving goods from quays to storage
facilities appropriated in the port, stack them inside the storage
facilities then re-load on the trucks or v.v. within the port’s
borders.

Storage : Deposit and keep the goods in the allocated storage
facilities in the port.

Wharfage: Berthing and mooring of ships or lighters along
side the quay.

Ship Operator : The natural or corporate person who invest
the ship to his account in his capacity as an owner or Operator
thereto. The owner shall be considered as an operator unless
substantiated to the contrary.

Article 8

1- The anchorage and wharfage of ships shall be considered
complete from the time she lays anchor in the sea or upon
tying the first rope to the quay or at the limit of the quay
respectively.

2- The taking out of ships from the Port shall be considered
complete from the time she lifts her anchor from the high sea
or upon untying the last rope from quay on which she is
wharfage respectively.

3- All of the ship services shall be calculated on the basis of
gross registered tonnage (GRT) and if the ship has no register
gross tonnage , then fess will charged according to her (GT). If
the ship has GRT and GT then the higher value shall be
applied. If the ship is towing another ship or lighter, the
registered gross tonnage for the two ships and/or for the ship
and lighter as the case may be.

4- It shall not be permissible to provide the port services related
to any ship unless she has a ship agent who represents her in
the Port.

5-The corporation shall bear the marine service charges
consequent upon the ship in case of change of her place of
anchoring or wharfage at the request of the Corporation. The
ship agent shall bear the resultant marine services charges in
the event of change of her place of anchoring or wharfage
upon the request of her agent or ship master are due to
reduced production of the ship or due to her repeated break
downs provided that the corporation is not a reason for it.

Article 9

1- For the purpose of calculating the port service charges, the
calculation of the day shall begin from the first minute thereof.

2-The ship agent must submit an irrevocable bank guarantee
acceptable to the corporation and issued by an approved
Jordanian bank in the sum to be specified by the corporation or
— if it is impossible to submit the banking guarantee- submit
another financial guarantee acceptable to the corporation and
the ship agent shall be granted a fifteen (15) grace period from
the date of completion of discharge or loading of the ship in order
to settle the total payable claim.

If the ship agent do not settle the amount of any claim within the
said fifteen (15) days period, the corporation shall have the right
to calculate a default charges at the rate of 9% per annum of the
amount of claim, whereby the calculation of the interest shall
begin following the lapse of a fifteen (15) days period from the
due date up to full payment of the claim. The corporation also
reserves its right to take all legal measures to safeguard its rights
including the right to liquefy the bank guarantee or the financial
guarantee subsequent to notifying the ship agent and to the
equivalent of the payable amounts under the outstanding claims
with addition thereto of any resultant delay charges on these
amounts according to the provisions of this clause.

3- The ship agent shall be granted a discount at the rate of 5% from
the discharge and loading service charges due from the ship
represented by the ship agent if he settles the full port service
payable thereon within (15) fifteen days from the date of her
discharge or loading.

4. The amounts collected by the Corporation in excess or by error
shall be refunded to the customers within a period not exceeding
ten (10) working days from the date on which the customer
informs the Corporation in writing of the amounts collected in
excess or by error with the approval of the Director General.

5. Without prejudice to the provisions of item 9.2 above, the
corporation may stop or suspend the port services it is providing
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in the event of failure to settle the payable charges for these
services within the period specified for settlement.

Without prejudice to the provisions of item 9.2 above, it shall
not be permissible to deliver the goods to their owners prior to
the settlement of payable port service charges or submit an
acceptable guarantee to the Corporation.

Article 10

1. The Corporation shall charge additional service charges for
any labor or service required by the ship's interest or the
goods, or if the corporation considers them necessary or
required for providing the port services. Such additional
allowances shall be charged according to the rates specified
under table No. (4) or (6) as the case may be which are
annexed to this list. For the purposes of providing the services,
the manpower shall be comprised of the following:

a- Discharge and Loading: The gang consists
of:

- Winch Operator: Nos 2
- Hold Supervisor: No 1

- Tally Clerk :No. 1
- Labour - Nos 4 except the bagged goods
(7) labourers inside the hold
b- Handling:
- Labour :Nos 4

2. If the customer (Agent) submits an application for canceling
the preparation of gangs which he has requested, the
following fees shall be charged:

a- Handling orders in the yards: The sum of forty (40) Dinars
shall be charged per gang/work shift.

b- Ships operation Orders: The sum of eighty (80) Dinars
shall be charged per gang/work shift.

Article 11

1. The customer undertakes to comply with the port requirements
for the public safety, security and environment protection. The
customer shall bear any protection. The customer shall bear
any expenses sustained by the corporation resulting from his
failure to comply with these requirements.

2. The entry of hazardous goods into the port shall be subject to
advance approval of the corporation and the competent
parties.

3. The customer shall be responsible for providing the necessary
equipment and machinery to discharge, load, transport and
handle the goods of volumes and/or weights which are in
excess of the corporation's potentials subject to the
corporation's advance approval to receive them.

4. The weighing shall be carried out compulsorily in the
weighbridge of the corporation for all trucks that enter into the
port for the purposes of loading or discharging, to the exclusion
of the trucks which cannot be weighed on the scales for
technical reasons.

5. The metric ton shall be the unit of collection of the port service
charges specified in this list. The fraction of one hundred
kilograms in every policy shall be considered as one hundred
kilograms.

6. For the purposes of determining the weight of goods, the ships
manifest, port weighbridge, scales of silos or the cargo
measure report, which ever is higher to the corporation shall be
adopted.

The Corporation has the right to investigate the correctness of
these weights in the method it deems suitable. The customer
shall bear the responsibility of the inaccuracy of the particulars
submitted by him.
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7. If the customer requests the segregation of goods according to
the measures, specifications, packing or re-packaging, the
Corporation shall carry out same at his expense according to the
wages specified under tables (4) or (6) annexed with this list as
the case may be provided that the customer provides the
materials required for segregation and/or packing and/or re-
packaging and obtain the approval of the competent parties.

It shall not be permissible to store the empty containers for more
than one month. The Corporation has the right, subsequent to
warning its owners, to dispose of it for its interest or sell it against
the service charges consequent thereon without any
responsibility towards the corporation in this respect.

SERVICE CHARGE REGULATIONS

9.The corporation shall collect the port service charges due on
the goods sold in the public auction of the selling price after
charging the customs duties payable thereon

10. The rental of lighters, machinery and manpower which are
necessary for discharging, loading and transporting the goods
from anchorage to the jetty or v.v. shall be collected according
to tables Nos. (4) or (6) annexed with this list, as the case may
be
